*“Number of Students who began the program " Means the number of students who began a program who were scheduled to complete the program within 100% of the published program length within the reporting calendar year and excludes all students who cancelled during the cancellation period.

* "Students available for Graduation” is the number of students who began the program minus the number of students who have died, been incarcerated, or been called to active military duty. 

*“Number of On-Time Graduates “is the number of students who completed the program within 100% of the published program length within the reporting calendar year.  

*“On-Time Completion Rate” is the number of on-time graduates divided by the Number of Students Available for Graduation. 

*“150% Graduates” is the number of students who completed the program within150% of the program length (includes on-time graduates). 

*“150% Completion Rate” is the number of students who completed the program in the reported calendar year within 150% of the published program length, including on-time graduates, divided by the number of students available for graduation.

*“Graduates available for Employment “means the number of graduates minus the number of graduates unavailable for employment.

*"Graduates unavailable for Employment" means the graduates who, after graduation, die, become incarcerated are called to active military duty, are international student that leave the United States or do not have a visa allowing

STUDENTS RIGHT TO CANCEL
 "STUDENT'S RIGHT TO CANCEL," the student has the right to cancel the enrollment agreement and obtain a refund of charges paid through attendance at the first-class session, or the seventh day after enrollment, whichever is later.
(2) If the student has received federal student financial aid funds, the student is entitled to a refund of moneys not paid from federal student financial aid program funds.  
(f) If the student obtains a loan to pay for an educational program, the student will have the responsibility to repay the full amount of the loan plus interest, less the amount of any refund. This notice need not take any particular form; it needs only to state you wish to cancel the agreement. You will be given two notices of 

cancellation forms on the first day of class.  If you cancel this agreement, the School will refund any money that you paid within 30 days after your notice is received.
